Two months post-surgery, Lola was fitted with the
WIMBA Tarsal Orthotics, specifically the four-strap
tarsal model. After the first fitting with the orthosis,
initial discomfort arose due to swelling around her
joint. To address this, Lola wore the WIMBA with only
the top and bottom straps for the first week and the
strap close to the Achilles tendon insertion was
removed. This approach allowed her wound to remain
unbandaged, facilitating a quicker healing process. As
the swelling and wound size reduced, we were able to
fit the third strap, helping Lola gradually adjust to the
full brace.
